Gloucester Township’s  New Single Stream Recycling Program 
I would like to clarify the information that the Township Officials are telling our residents.  As 
we have stated the last two months in our monthly newsletter, and the Mayor is advertising in 

his television ads -- the Mayor and Council had adopted a new single stream recycling program, which 
went into effect in November.  This is the Township’s new recycling program and not a decision that 
was made by me or the Board of Directors.   
 
We were given very few options in getting this program implemented in a short amount of time.  I have 
talked to the Township’s Recycling Coordinator and have informed him to stop telling our residents that 
this was our decision as it was not.  We have been actively working with the Township’s Recycling 
Coordinator to find a resolution of making this new mandatory program work in Terrestria since he 
informed us in October that we must be in compliance when the new recycling program commenced.   
 
As with any new changes there are issues that must be worked out as they come up.  We all know 
change is hard and it takes time resolve all the problems.  The only way they will be resolved is being 
patient and working as a team to resolve the issues that we are currently experiencing.  As of now some 
areas in our community are not part of the new program as we need to find a reasonable solution for 
the residents to be able to use the new toters.  The sections that did not receive the new toters are to 
use their yellow cans and recycle as they have been doing. The Township is working with us with those 
areas and with the areas that have received the new toters and are experiencing problems of storing 
the toters so they are in compliance with our Bylaws.   
 
As we are working out these issues please be advised that the new program is here to stay per the 
Township officials and the old yellow recycling cans are being phased out.  The Township has encoded 
each assigned toter so they do know if the homeowner is using the new toter.  You are responsible for 
your new toter and can be fined by the Township if you are not recycling.  As the toters are Gloucester 
Township’s property you cannot paint them a different color nor can you paint your name or address on 
the cans. 
 
The Board of Directors and I are pursuing every avenue to get the issues resolved as quickly and 
smoothly as possible.  We are currently trying to arrange a meeting within the next week with the 
Mayor and the Recycling Coordinator so we can discuss the issues we are experiencing and the expense 
that this new program will cause our Association.  We will update you as changes are made and/or new 
information is available.  We ask you to be patient as we will work out a reasonable solution for the new 
recycling program.  Thank you for your anticipated cooperation regarding this process.
